Angela’s Cabins Rustic Cabin Rules
Welcome to Angela’s “Ski in- Snowshoe in” Rustic Cabins
Only use the ski and snowshoe trails during designated hours 9 to 6 except for emergency use.  You must use skis on the ski trail and show shoes on the show shoe trail, DO NOT walk on the trails except on the dog trails walking is allowed. Do not pull sleds on the classic tracks, use the snowshoe trail or the skate lanes. Backpacks are recommended.

Your cabin supplies for Tamarack, Sand Point and Sand Pond are in the booth by the Rustic Sauna close to the 3 cabins (newspaper, matches, kindling and TP). Water is at the wax barn inside at the sink. Sleds are in the camper shack, (except for the dog friendly cabins those are at the wood shed by the Rustic Sauna across the road.)
 If you are going to the cabin after 6 PM, please stay out of freshly groomed tracks. They need time to freeze. You should stay at your cabin until 9 AM when the trails open so that the freshly groomed trail freezes for the skiing enjoyment of our day skiers. If you need to return to the trailhead prior to 9 AM use the snowshoe trail.   No “bushwacking”. The trailhead buildings open at 9 AM.

 Check in time is 1 PM or earlier if cabin is empty. Check out time is 1PM.

The heat is supplied from the wood stove. If you are not familiar with a wood stove, please ask for assistance. Always operate the stove with the door closed. Do not load too much wood in the stove, or it will roast you. To keep the stove going for long period of time use large round wood. For quick heat use small split wood. The draft is on the bottom of the stove door. Open the draft to start the fire. Close it after the fire is going to slow down the wood from burning too hot or fast.

Please haul your garbage and water jugs out and stock the wood boxes and sweep up as you leave. We do not have housekeeping. Trash goes in the dumpster by the horse corral and recycling goes in the recycle dumpster, no plastic bags in the recycle dumpster.
Ask where to park so we can efficiently plow the parking lot in the early morning hours. The best location is along the fence just past the camper shack in the south parking lot on the west edge. For Spanky’s and Rascals cabins park by the rustic sauna across the road facing west.
